Hymns
Troparion:  Blessed are You, O Christ our
God, who have filled the fishermen with
wisdom by sending down the Holy Spirit
upon them, and who through them, have
caught  in  Your  net  the  whole  world,  O
Lover of mankind, glory to You.
Kontakion:  When  the  Most  High  came
down and confused  the  tongues  (in  Ba-
bel), He divided the nations; but when He
distributed the tongues of fire,  He called

all men to unity. Wherefore, we glorify the
Holy spirit, with one accord.
Hirmos: Hail,  O Queen,  glory of  virgins
and mothers: for your praise is beyond the
eloquence  of  the  most  cultured  tongues,
and the wonderful manner in which you
gave birth to  Christ  throws every intelli-
gence into amazement. Wherefore we the
faithful magnify you with one accord.
Kinonikon: Your Good Spirit shall guide
me on level ground. Alleluia!

Prokimenon: Through  all  the  earth,  their  voice  resounds,  and to  the  ends  of  the
world, their message.

Stichon: The heavens declare the glory of God, and the firmament proclaims His
handiwork.

Apostolic Reading: Pentecost Sunday
When the days of Pentecost were ending,
the  disciples  were  all  together  in  one
place. And suddenly there came a sound
from heaven, as of a violent wind blowing,
and it filled the whole house where they
were sitting. And there appeared to them
separate tongues as of fire,  and they set-
tled upon each one of them, and all were
filled with the Holy Spirit, and they began
to speak in  foreign tongues,  as  the Holy
Spirit granted them to speak.
Now, there were staying in Jerusalem de-
vout  Jews  from  every  nation  under
heaven. And when this sound occurred, a

great crowd gathered, and they were as-
tounded  because  each  one  heard  them
speaking in his own language. And all of
them, amazed and wondering, were say-
ing to each other, “Look, are not all these
men  who  are  speaking  Galileans?  How
then  have  all  of  us  heard  our  own  lan-
guage in which we were born? Parthians
and Medes and Elamites, and inhabitants
of  Mesopotamia,  Judea  and Cappadocia,
Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia,
Egypt  and  the  parts  of  Lybia  around
Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, Jews also
and  proselytes,  Cretans  and  Arabs,  we
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have heard them speaking in our own lan- guage of the wonderful works of God.”
Alleluia: By the word of the Lord the heavens were made, and by the breath of His

mouth all their host.
Stichon: From heaven the Lord looks down. He sees all the children of men.
Gospel: “Whoever is thirsty, let him come to me”, Jn 7: 37-52 & 8:12
Now on the last, the great day of the feast,
Jesus stood and cried out, saying, “If any-
one thirsts, let him come to Me and drink.
Anyone who believes in Me, as the Scrip-
ture  says,  ‘From  within  him  there  shall
flow rivers of living water.’” He said this,
however, of the Spirit, whom they who be-
lieved  in  Him  were  to  receive;  for  the
Spirit had not yet been given, since Jesus
had  not  yet  been  glorified.  Some  of  the
crowd,  therefore,  when  they  had  heard
these  words,  said,  “This  is  truly  the
Prophet.” Others said, “This is the Christ.”
Some,  however,  said,  “Can  the  Christ
come from Galilee? Does not the Scripture
say  it  is  of  the  offspring  of  David,  and
from Bethlehem, the village where David
lived, that the Christ is to come?” So there
arose a division among the crowd because
of  Him.  And  some  of  them  wanted  to
seize Him, but no one laid hands on Him.

The attendants therefore came to the chief
priests  and  Pharisees;  and  these  said  to
them, “Why have you not brought Him?”
The attendants answered, “Never has man
spoken as this Man.” The Pharisees then
answered  them,  “Have  you  also  been
fooled? Has any one of the rulers believed
in Him, or any of the Pharisees? But this
crowd, which does not know the Law, is
accursed.” Nicodemus, the man who had
come  to  Him  at  night,  who  was  one  of
them, said to them, “Does our Law judge a
man  unless  it  first  gives  him  a  hearing,
and knows what he does?” They answered
and said to him, “Are you also a Galilean?
Search and see that out of Galilee arises no
prophet.” And again Jesus spoke to them
saying, “I am the Light of the world. Any-
one who follows Me does not walk in the
darkness, but will have the light of life.”

There is Life in the Church because in the Church is the Spirit
My brothers and sisters,  if  you want the
Holy Spirit to dwell in you, listen carefully.
Our spirit,  by means of which each indi-
vidual  lives,  is  called the soul.  And look
what the soul does in the body. It gives life
to all the limbs. It sees with the eyes, hears
with the ears, smells with the nose, speaks
with  the  tongue,  works  with  the  hands,
walks  with  the  feet.  It  is  present  at  one
and the same time in all the limbs to make
them live. It gives life to all the limbs and
to each limb its function. It is not the eye
that hears,  not the ear  that  sees,  not  the
eye  or  the  ear  that  speaks.  Yet  they  are
nonetheless  alive.  The  ear  is  alive,  the

tongue is alive. Their functions are differ-
ent, the life is the same.
The Church of God is like that. By means
of  some believers  she performs miracles,
by means of others she teaches the truth;
by means of some she keeps virginity, by
means  of  others  she  respects  marital  fi-
delity.  The  tasks  are  different,  the  life  is
the same. What the soul is to the body of a
human  being,  the  Holy  Spirit  is  to  the
Body  of  Christ,  the  Church.  The  Holy
Spirit does for the whole Church what the
soul does for the body of the individual.
Look then and see what you ought to fear
and what you ought to avoid. If the body
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suffers  an  amputation  (for  example  of  a
finger or a hand or a foot) does the soul go
with the limb that has been cut off? While
it  was  in  the  body,  that  limb  was  alive;
when it is cut off it loses its life. It is like

that with Christians.  They are alive only
while they are in the Body. If they are cut
off from the  Body,  the  Holy  Spirit  is  no
longer with them.
