Troparion of  the  Resurrection (tone  1):
While  the  stone  was  sealed  by  the  Jews
and  soldiers  were  watching  your  sacred
body, You rose, O Savior, on the third day,
giving  life  to  the  world.  Wherefore,  O
Giver of life,  the powers of  heaven cried
out: Glory to your resurrection, O Christ.
Glory to your kingdom, glory to your Plan
of redemption, O You who alone are the
Lover of mankind.
Troparion of St. George: O Great among
the  saints  and  glorious  martyr,  George,

since you are a deliverer of captives, a doc-
tor for the sick and a noble attendant to
kings, intercede for us to Christ God, that
he may save our souls!
Kontakion: O never failing Protectress of
Christians and their ever-present interces-
sor before the Creator, despise not the pe-
titions of us sinners, but in your goodness
extend your help to us who call upon you
with  confidence.  Hasten,  O  Mother  of
God, to intercede for us, for you have al-
ways protected those who honor you.

Prokimenon: May your kindness, O Lord, be upon us, for we have hoped in you.
Stichon: Exult, you just, in the Lord; praise from the upright is fitting.
Apostolic Reading: 2 COR 9:6-12
BRETHREN, he who sows sparingly, will 
also reap sparingly, and he who sows 
bountifully will also reap bountifully. Let 
everyone give as much as he has decided 
in his heart, not grudgingly or out of com-
pulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. 
(Prv.22: 8) And God is able to make all 
grace abound in you, so that always hav-
ing ample means, you may abound in ev-
ery good work, as it is written, He has 
scattered abroad and has given to the 

poor: His righteousness remains forever. 
(Ps. 111: 9)
Now, He who provides the Sower with 
seed will both give you bread to eat and 
multiply your seed, and will increase the 
growth of the fruits of your justification —
that being enriched in all things, you may 
contribute with simplicity of purpose, and
thus through us evoke thanksgiving to 
God.

Gospel: Miraculous Catch, Lk 5:1-11
At  that  time  Jesus  was  standing  by  the
Lake of Gennesaret. And he saw two boats
moored by the lake, but the fishermen had
left  them  and  were  washing  their  nets.
And getting into one of the boats, the one
that was Simon’s, he asked him to put out
a little from the land. And sitting down, he
began to teach the crowds from the boat.
But  when  he  had  stopped  speaking,  he
said to Simon, “Put out into the deep, and
lower your nets for a catch.” And Simon
answered  and  said  to  him,  “Master,  the
whole night  through we have toiled and
have  taken  nothing;  but  at  your  word  I
will  lower the net.” And when they had
done so,  they caught  a  great  number  of

fishes,  but  their  net  was  breaking.  And
they called to their comrades in the other
boat  to  come  and  help  them.  And  they
came  and  filled  both  the  boats,  so  that
they began to sink. But when Simon Peter
saw this, he fell down at Jesus’ knees, say-
ing,  “Depart  from me,  for  I  am a  sinful
man, O Lord,”  For he and all  who were
with him were amazed at the catch of fish
they had made;  and so  also  were  James
and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were
partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Si-
mon, “Do not be afraid; from now on you
shall  catch  men.”  And  when  they  had
brought  their  boats  to  land,  they  left  all
and followed him.

Lower Your Net
Can you imagine the look on Peter’s face
when he realized how many fish were in
his  net?  No  wonder  he  dropped  to  his
knees! He realized that he was in the pres-
ence of someone totally “other,” someone
he  felt  compelled  to  call  “Lord”  (Luke
5:8). From that moment on, Peter's life was
changed. Now he was going to fish with a
spiritual net, catching men and women for
the Lord.
Jesus is still  calling his disciples to lower
their  nets  for  a  catch.  But  practically
speaking,  what  does  lowering  our  nets
look like? First and foremost, it means act-
ing and speaking in such a way that we
shine the light of Christ into others lives.
Picture  yourself  carrying  a  big,  invisible
fishing net beside you and asking the Lord
to sweep as many people as possible into

it. Remember, He is the One who does all
the catching. Your part  is  to let your net
down by practicing the kind of actions and
behaviors that will attract people to Him.
In other words, you are the “bait” that can
draw others into the kingdom. As people
see the light of Christ in you, they will be
drawn toward it, so that Jesus can sweep
them into the large net of God’s kingdom.
Peter was fairly skeptical when Jesus first
asked him to let down his nets. ‘The best
response he could conjure up was some-
thing along the  lines  of:  “Pm just  doing
this because you asked me to.” And look
how miraculously Jesus worked! So even if
you feel like you have been “fishing” for a
long time with few results, go ahead and
throw that net  out one more time today.
You may just be amazed at the results!
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
