Saints Cosmas and Damian are the princi-
pal and best known of those saints vener-
ated in the East as the “moneyless ones,” 
or  “unmercenary  ones,”  because  they 
practiced  their  profession  as  physicians 
without fees from their patients.
According  to  tradition,  Cosmas  and 
Damian were twin brothers, born in Ara-
bia  of  a  saintly  mother  Theodota.  The 
brothers studied the sciences in Syria and 
became eminent for their skill in medicine. 
Being charitable Christians, they practiced 
medicine with great application and suc-
cess, but never took any payment for their 
services.  [hey  observed  the  Lord’s  com-
mand,  “Without  cost  you  have  received, 
without cost you are to give” (Mt. 10:8).

At  Aegeae  in  Cilicia,  where  they  lived, 
they  enjoyed  the  highest  esteem  of  the 
people. When the persecution under Dio-
cletian  broke out,  their  very  prominence 
rendered them marked objects of persecu-
tion.  Being  apprehended  by  order  of 
Lysias,  governor  of  Cilicia,  they  under-
went various torments and were beheaded 
about the year 283. The three brothers of 
Cosmas and Damian, Anthimus, Leontius 
and Euprepiu,  are  said  to  have  suffered 
with them.
Among the distinguished people who at-
tributed  recovery  from  serious  illness  to 
Saints Cosmas and Damian was the Em-
peror Justinian I who built  two churches 
in Constantinople in honor of the martyrs. 
Their basilica in Rome with its lovely mo-
saics was dedicated in the year 530.
