Troparion of  the Resurrection (tone  3): 
Let  the heavens rejoice and the earth be
glad! For the Lord has done a wondrous
deed by his arm! He has crushed Death by
his death becoming the first to rise from
the dead.  He has delivered us from the
mouth  of  Hades  and  bestowed  great
mercy upon the world.
Troparion of St. George: O Great among 
the  saints  and  glorious  martyr,  George, 
since you are a deliverer of captives and a 
defender of the poor, a doctor for the sick 
and a noble attendant to kings, intercede 
for us to Christ God, that he may save our 
souls!
Kontakion: Though You went down in the 
tomb, O immortal One, You overthrew the 
power  of  Hades  and  rose  victorious,  O 
Christ  God.  You  greeted  the  ointment 
bearing  women,  saying  “Rejoice!”  You 
gave peace to Your apostles, and to those 
who had Fallen resurrection.

Mid-Pentecost
Troparion:  O Savior,  at the middle point 
of the festive season, give my thirsty soul 
to drink from the waters of piety and de-
votion, for You called out to all men and 
said: “All of you, come to Me and draw the 
waters of immortality.” Wherefore we bow 
down in worship before You and cry out 
with faith: “Grant us Your mercy, for You 
are the Fountain of Life.”

Kontakion: O  Christ-God,  Creator  and 
Master of  all,  at  the middle point of  the 
season of the Mosaic festivities, You called 
out to all men and said: “All of you come, 
and  draw  the  waters  of  immortality.” 
Wherefore we bow down in worship be-
fore You and cry out with faith: “Grant us 
your mercy, for You are the fountain of our 
life

Paschal Greeting
The Paschal greeting is a custom among Eastern Christians, consisting of a greeting and 
response. Instead of “hello” or its equivalent, one is to greet another person with “Christ 
is risen!” The response is “He is truly risen!” This greeting is used during liturgical ser -
vices and informally at other times, starting with the feast of Pascha and lasting until 
Ascension, the period known as Paschaltide:
English Christ is risen! He is truly risen!
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Greek Christos Anesti! Alithos Anesti!
Arabic Al-Maseehu Qam! Haqqan Qam!
Church Slavonic Hristos voskrese! Voistinu voskrese!

The Cure of Baptism Foreshadowed
What manner of cure is this? What mys-
tery does it signify to us? For these things 
are  not  written  carelessly,  or  without  a 
purpose,  but  as  a  figure  and  type  they 
show in outline things to come, in order 
that what was exceedingly strange might 
not,  by  coming  unexpectedly,  do  harm 
among the many the power of faith. What 
then is it that they show in outline? A Bap-
tism  was  about  to  be  given,  possessing 
much power,  and the greatest  of  gifts,  a 
Baptism purging all sins and making men 
alive  instead  of  dead.  These  things  then 
are foreshown as in a picture by the pool, 
and  by  many  other  circumstances.  And 
first  is  given  a  water  which  purges  the 
stains of our bodies, and those defilements 
which  are  not,  but  seem to  be,  as  those 
from touching the dead,  those from lep-
rosy, and other similar causes; under the 

old  covenant  one  may  see  many  things 
done by water on this account. However, 
let us now proceed to the matter in hand.
First then, as I before said, He causes de-
filements of our bodies, and afterwards in-
firmities  of  different  kinds,  to  be  done 
away by water.  Because God, desiring to 
bring  us  nearer  to  faith  in  Baptism,  no 
longer heals defilements only, but diseases 
also. For those figures which came nearer 
[in time] to the reality,  both as regarded 
Baptism,  and  the  Passion,  and  the  rest, 
were  plainer  than  the  more  ancient.  ... 
And this miracle was done in order that 
men, learning that it is possible by water 
to heal the diseases of the body, and being 
exercised  in  this  for  a  long  time,  might 
more easily believe that it can also heal the 
diseases of the soul.
